We're excited to share that this is the year we're moving to Brazil! We'll
be the first deaf missionaries Pioneer Bible Translators has sent to

serve in another country. (Yes, that makes us a bit of a guinea pig!) We're

grateful that the board has officially approved Brazil as our field of
service. Such wonderful news!

Our house in Utah has been sold!

We're grateful to share that our house in
Utah has officially sold! While it took longer
than we expected and required a significant
price reduction, we clearly saw God's provision
through the process.

Because of the sale, we were able to pay off
approximately $80,000 in debt, and we have a
small amount remaining to help cover the
costs of our upcoming move to Brazil. This has
lifted a huge financial burden and allows us to
move forward with greater freedom and focus.

As missionaries, our income is limited, and where we are currently living has made
it difficult for our support to stretch far enough. Moving to Brazil sooner will help us
live within our means while preparing for long-term ministry. We are thankful for how
God continues to lead and for each of you who walk this journey with us!

On January 21st, we gave a presentation to
PBT on Brazil and answered over 50
questions. Yes, 50 questions! From
government systems and language usage to
social structure, cultural differences, and
transportation, the conversation covered a
wide range of topics. We loved the chance
to dive deeper and share more about Brazil
and the culture we'll be stepping into.

Now we're waiting for Pioneer Bible
Translators to cross the t's and dot the i's.
Since we're the first deaf missionaries
they're sending out, much of what remains is
on the administrative side, and they want to
make sure everything is fully in place before
giving us the final green light.

While we're waiting, we can begin the visa
process! We've sent our birth certificates to
Utah, lowa, and New Jersey to be apostilled,
which is required by Brazil's consulate for
our missionary visas. Once all the
documents are ready, we'll plan a trip to
Houston to visit the Brazilian consulate and
file our forms.

While we'd love to give you our exact date of departure,
we can't quite do that yet. We'll give you an
approximate timeline of moving out of the country
around April to May 2026.
